CONTEST FORFEIT TIME

1. The same restrictions and limitations apply to the girls and boys competition.

2. A participant may not be entered in more than four events, excluding relays. A
participant may not compete in more than four events, including relays.
In junior high and middle school competition, a participant may not com-
pete in more than three events. In ameet involving al ninth grade students, a
participant may compete in a maximum of four events, of which only three
may be running events, including relays.

3. Uniform rules will be strictly adhered to by all schools
(&) Uniforms must be worn as intended by the manufacturer. The waistband
of a competitor's shorts shall be worn above the hips. Bare midriff tops
are not acceptable. The jersey (singlet) must hang below or be tucked
into the waistband of the shorts or briefs when the competitor is stand-
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ing erect. All uniforms must be school-issued and must have the school
identification on the front or back.

(b) Rule 4-3-1 requires any visible apparel worn in excess of the traditional
track uniform to be of a single color and worn under the required uni-
form jersey and shorts. Undergarments may be different colors under
shorts and jerseys but must be a single color. Exception: al members of
any relay team must have same color of undergarments under the track
uniform if they are worn. Some manufacturers are also using various
color stitching on their undergarments. This stitch coloring will not be
considered a two-color undergarment.\When wearing multiple undergar-
ments under a uniform piece, al must be same single color.

(c) Rule 4-3-1b alows an American flag patch not to exceed 2x3 inches
and Rule 4-3-1c alows one manufacturer'slogo 2 1/4 x 2 1/4 can be
visible on shorts or jersey. After close examination of some of the
undergarments many manufacturer's are placing size and identification
tags on the outside back top of the garment. These will not be consid-
ered logos.

(d) Body suits, leotards, bicycle shorts, thigh huggers, abbreviated thigh
huggers, abbreviated briefs (French or high cut) and similar apparel may
be worn under the shorts, but not in lieu of shorts. If abody suit isworn

with shorts only and is two colors, it islega as long as two colors do not
show under the shorts. If a two-color body suit is covered with a uniform
top, it then isillegal because undergarments cannot be two colors.

4. The games committee may restrict the wearing of items that are worn in
excess of the school issued uniform alowed by rule 3-2-4. Headwear or sun-
glasses are not permitted. A pole vault helmet is the only headwear permitted.

Schools are d o required to pogt scores of contests ONLINE immediately following
dl contestsin the regular season (and within 24 hours after regular season tourna:
ments). Results must be posted no later than 30 minutes following a regular seeson
contests. Failure to do so will result in afine of $25 assessed to the schoal.

In the post-season playoffs, failure to report scoresin the same manner will
result in a$100 fine assessed to the school.

1. Thetennis program provides competition for boys and girlsin each of four divi-
sons 1A-2A-3A, 4A, 5A and 6A.

. Each high schoal is permitted 18 regular season playing dates plus three week-
end tournaments prior to the section and state tournaments. All tournaments
other than the section and state tournaments must be held on weekends with nc
loss of school time. Each student is limited to two regular season playing dates
per week during school time, A team may add a third regular season playinc
date during aweek if there isno loss of school time.

Each junior high or middle school is permitted 10 regular season playing dates
plus two weekend tournaments. All tournaments must be held on weekends witt
no loss of school time. A team may add a third regular season playing date dur-
ing aweek if there is no loss of school time.

A tournament may start during school time on Friday if the schools partici-
pating during school time play less than two regular season dates during school
time that same week.

Each school may have one regular season playing date per week between the
section and state tournaments provided the date falls within the maximum num-
ber allowed. A one-day tournament can be played on that date.

A Fal Evauation Period (five days in a consecutive 10 school-day
calendar period) is permitted anytime during the fall semester for &l
students.

In the off-season, school courts may be used by its tennis players if they are
not participating in a team practice. After school, the school courts cannot be
used for student play unless the courts are also used by the public. The coach
cannot orchestrate the practice.

3. All participants must be eligible under AHSAA rules. Any complaint regarding
the eligibility of any student must be made to the State Office.

4. A school team (with a minimum of four players) and individuals must play a
minimum of four regular season matches in order to qualify for a section tour-
nament. Section directors must check section entries for the minimum game
requirement.

Note: A school entering less than a full team will forfeit matches at No. 5
and/or No. 6.

5. A school must enter a minimum of four players to participate in team competi-
tion but may enter a maximum of 12 players. Players may play both singles and
doubles.

A school entering less than six singles players must enter its best player in the
No. 1 position, its second best player in the No. 2 position, etc. The same
method must be used when a school enters less than three doubles teams.

6. It is recommended by the Tennis Committee that all participants and coaches
wear apparel with school identification or school colors. Participants may not
wear any attire with any logos or slogans for any acohol or tobacco products.

7. Any school that enters a section or state tournament draw and failsto participate
will be fined $50 except for injury or illness.

8. Tournament Format (section and state): All No. 1 singles players will compete
in a single elimination tournament, the same for al No. 2, No. 3, No. 4, No. 5
and No. 6 singles players.

All No. 1 doubles teams will compete in a single elimination tournament, the
same for al No. 2 and No. 3 doubles teams.

9. Playing and Scoring: Single elimination play will prevail. Scoring in all rounds
of competition will be three points for a doubles win and two points for a sin-
gles win. No points will be awarded for a bye unless the player with the bye
wins in the next round.

10. All angles and doubles players on the section winner and runner-up teams will qua-
ify for the gate tournament. Also, each section's No. 1 singles winner that is not e
member of aqudifying team will qudify for the singles competition in the state tour-
nament.

Likewise, each section's No. 1 doubles championsthat are not members of aqual-
ifying team will qudify for the doubles competition in the state tournament.
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11. Unopened cans of Wilson Extra Duty balls must be supplied by every school a
each section and state tournament. The number of cans needed for section anc
state tournaments is left to the discretion of the tournament director. The balls
cannot be returned to the players or teams. Coaches will be responsible for
checking in the balls to the tournament directors.

12. All section tournament matches must be the best-of-three sets. A large sectior
may play 10-game pro-setsin the first couple of roundsin order to complete ¢
tournament in a reasonable time frame. A section tournament may be played ir
Sda)y and a half (afull day of play followed by play after school on the seconc

ay.

Permission to change the format during section and state tournament play due

to weather, etc., must be requested from the State Office.

Regular season matches are normally the best-of-three sets or, if both coach-
es agree, one 10-game pro-set using the no-ad scoring system. |f coaches can-
not agree, the home team coach will make the determination. NOTE: Eight-
game pro sets are alowed during the season if daylight hours are a factor anc
if both coaches agree prior to the match.

When a no-ad match (or pro-set) reaches 6 (or 10 or 8 if pro set) games dl, a
7-0f-12 tie-breaker must be used as follows:

7-Of-12 Tie-Breaker

SINGLES: The 7-0f-12 tie-breaker goes into effect when games reach 6-dl in any
set. If it is Player A's turn to serve the 13th game, A serves the first point from the
right court; Player B serves points 2 and 3, starting in the left court; Player A serves
points 4 and 5, also starting in left court. B serves point 6 (left) and players change
ends. B serves 7 (right); A serves points 8 and 9 (left and right); B serves points 1C
and 11 (left and right); A serves point 12 (left).

The first player to win 7 points wins the set 7-6. If the points reach 6-all, players
change ends again and continue in the same pattern, changing ends after every six
points until one player leads by two points and thus wins the set 7-6. Players
"change for one" to start the next set with Player B asfirst server.

DOUBLES (A and B vs. C and D): The 7-of-12 tie-breaker follows the same pat-
tern with partners preserving the sequence of their serving as the service aternates
from team to team.

Team A serves the first point (right); C serves points 2 and 3 (left and right); B
serves points 4 and 5 (left and right); D serves point 6 (left) and teams change ends
D serves point 7 (right); A serves points 8 and 9 (left and right); C serves points 1C
and 11 (left and right); and B serves point 12 (Ieft).

If points reach 6-all, the teams again change ends and continue in the same pat-
tern until one team gets a two-point lead. The teams "change for one" at the start of
the next set with team C and D asfirst server.

13. The no-ad scoring system and 7-of-12 tie-breaker must be used in all sectior
and state tournament matches. A 10-minute rest period isallowed in singles anc
afive-minuterest period isallowed in doubles. if necessarv. after the second set
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of a split match.

14. A [Super tie-breaker[(the first player or team to score 10 pointsin lieu of play-
ing athird set following split sets) may be used only in non-section matches if
both coaches aaree.

15. Each school MUST have a coach who isa CERTIFIED TEACHER hired by the
Board of Education accompany its team at al levels of competition. The
accompanying faculty member must remain with the team throughout its
matches in every event.

If the certified teacher is not the actual coach, the person certified as the coact
must be identified and be able to present a coach[s card upon request. A copy
of the coach's card must be submitted to the state tournament director alonc
with the section entrv form 10 davs orior to the section meets.

16. All coaches must have coaches' cards (signifying membership in the Alabame
High School Athletic Directors & Coaches Association). All coaches are sub-
ject to have their coaching certification credentials checked at championshig
events.

Only those coaches with cards can approach the fence to talk with players
during a match. Only one card-bearing coach at atime may talk with a player
during a match.

Penalty:

1st Warning-Loss of one game

2nd Warning Involving Same Player-Disqualification from that match and the
remainder of the entire tournament (singles and doubles).

Coaching by ateam's certified coach is permitted from outside the fence dur-
ing the 90-second, odd-game changeover in al matches, but the player musl
remain on the court. Also, coaching is allowed by the team coach between split
sets in singles and doubles play.

All disqualifications (gjections) should be reported to the AHSAA by the
meet director immediately in compliance with the conduct rule. The school will

then be natified of fines and nenalties as ner the conduct rule.

17. A tennis pro hired as the high school coach cannot teach members of his/her
school team during the school year except during the season and designatec
pre-season practice time of the school team. The pro is permitted to teach ¢
member of his’/her school team durina the summer.

18. All regular season section matches, as well as section and state tournament
matches, should be held at onlv one site as far as possible.

19. All regular season section matches halted by wesather, darkness, etc., shall be
suspended at the point of interruption and completed at a later date. Handlinc

In section matches, a team's best singles player must play in the No. 1 singles
position, the second best in the No. 2 position, etc. Also, the best doubles tearr

€tc.

It is strongly recommended by the Tennis Committee that each team use ¢
challenge format to rank its players for the season. This ranking must be estab-
lished at the earliest possible date, preferably prior to the season, and remair
consistent during the regular season sectional matches. When a player in ¢
team's regular lineup is absent from a head-to-head section match because of
sickness or other emergencies, the team must substitute a player that is not ir
the lineup to fill the vacancy at the position where it occursin singles and dou-
bles. This substitution procedure will be beneficia for seeding players in the
sectional tournaments.

Reminder from the Tennis Committee: The "stacking" of a lineup is not
allowed under AHSAA rules and is not ethical.

Note: A team must play its best players in the section tournament-begin-
ning with the best at No. 1-even though one or more will be unable to play
in the state tournament if the team qualifies.

For sections that play home-and-home section schedules and seed their sectior
meets, the last match played between any two positions will be used for seed-
ina nurnoses

In the state tournament, each section winner and runner-up team must use the
same player lineup in singles and doubles as it completed online and submittec
by email for the section tournament. Each participating school must email its
section lineup (Form 49) plusits section match records for each lineup positior
to the appropriate STATE TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR ét least 10 days prio
to section tournament.

Substitution: In case of sickness or other emergencies, use the following pro-

cedure;

(d) Coaches should decide at the section draw when the tiebreaker, if neces-
sary, will be played. The safety of participants should be considered at al
costs. The coaches involved must agree on the tiebreaker plans (times,
sites, etc)

Normally a section tournament with an eight-team draw should be played in
one day. Sections with more than eight teams must use a 16-team draw and
must play over two days (Play up to the semi-finalsin doubles and to the final
in singles on the first day.). Only the "school time" of one school day in any
one week may be used for playing a section tournament.

Each section director will determine the schedule of play for his/her section
based on the number of participants in the section and the availability of the
courts. All coaches must be present at the draw meeting. If asecond day is used
by larger sections, play on one of the days must be after school.

Upon request, the teams that travel the farthest may be given the latest start-
ing times for first-round matches.

If a school enters less than a full team, the empty spots on the brackets will
be defaulted to the opponent in each spot.

Each section team must play all other sections teams one regular season match
in order to be seeded in the section tournament. A team that refuses to play
another section team cannot be seeded in the section meet. The team that tries
to schedule a declining team must document its attempt in writing in order to
be seeded. A section must seed a minimum of two at each position and draw
the rest. Note: A section may seed more than two if an agreement of all section
coaches is made before the season. Section directors are responsible for polling
the coaches prior to the season.
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27. 1f an injury occurs during regular season, section and state tournament match-
es, afive-minute injury time-out is permitted. A second occurrence of a play-
er's sameinjury will result in a mandatory default of the match. An injury of €
different type to the same player would necessitate another five-minute time-
out.

A student who is participating on a high school tennis team should be instruct-
ed in the following AHSAA rules:

(@) Amateur Rule: Cash or merchandise may not be accepted by a high school
team member for participation in tennis. (This includes tennis balls, equip-
ment, etc. Deferred receipt thereof is not legal and may affect a student's eligi-
bility in other school sports.)

(b) Independent Rule: After a school tennis team's season starts, a member of its
team may participate as an independent in outside activities (number not lim-
ited) on non-school days during the tennis season. The outside participation i<
permitted only during the regular season and is coordinated with the school
schedule at the discretion of the coach.
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New Online Requirements For All Sports
POSTING SCHEDULES
Schools must go online to the AHSAA webste Member Section and enter season
schedules for al sports by the deadline dates listed below for sportsin each quarter.
Failure to do so will result in afine of $100 assessad to the school. Schools should
go online and make any changesimmediately as they occur.
Deadlines for entering schedules:
March 1-- fal sports (footbal, volleybal, cross country, svimming)
Sept. 15 -- winter sports (wrestling, basketball)
Jan 15 -- spring sports (baseball, softball, outdoor track, soceer, golf and tennis)
POSTING SCORES
Schools are dso required to post scores of contests ONLINE immediately following
dl contestsin the regular season (and within 24 hours after regular season tourna:
ments). Results must be posted no later than 30 minutes following a regular seeson
contests. Failure to do so will result in afine of $25 assessed to the schoal.
In the post-season playoffs, falure to report scores in the same manner will
result in a$100 fine assessad to the school.
Ingtructions will be posted on the AHSAA website Member Section.

1. The baseball program provides for competition in six classes-1A, 2A, 3A, 4A,
5A and 6A.

2. Each high school is permitted 18 regular season playing dates plus two tourna
ments. Only 18 dates may be scheduled. One of the allowable tournaments musi
be held with no loss of school time. Other than the two allowable tournaments
athird tournament with no loss of school time may be scheduled with each game
played counting as a playing date.

Each junior high or middle school is permitted 14 regular season playing dates
plus two tournaments. Only 14 dates may be scheduled. One of the allowable
tournaments must be held with no loss of school time. Other than the two allow-
able tournaments, a third tournament with no loss of school time may be sched-
uled with each game played counting as a playing date.

A tournament is defined as an organized competition in a sport that finally
results in determining a champion. In baseball, tournaments using eliminatior
and round-robin formats may be sanctioned. Tournaments must involve three
or more teams and are usually played at one site.

A game starting at 5 p.m. or after is considered anight game. Games of a dou-
bleheader are considered separately in determining day and night contests.
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3. The Baseball Committee recommends that a team play a minimum of 12 regu-
|lar season games prior to the playoffs.

4. All participants must be eligible under AHSAA rules. Any complaint regarding
the digibility of any student must be made to the State Office.
The East-West al-star baseball program, sponsored by the Lions Clubs of
Algbama, is a sanctioned event. After a school's season is completed, seniol
members of that team may participate in the East-West program.

5. All six classes are divided into 16 areas. Championship play shall be on a play-
at-home basis. Every school fielding ateam must play in the championship pro-
gram.

6. All games will be played under National Federation rules, including the follow-

ing:
(a) Pitching limitations apply for al regular and any violation of the following
limitations will result in the forfeiture of the game and afine of $250:

(1) A player may pitch in a maximum of 14 innings per week (Sunday
through Saturday for regular season, tournament and playoff games).

(2) A player may pitch in a maximum of seven innings in one day or over
two consecutive calendar days, after which two consecutive caendar
days of rest are required before being eligible to pitch again. A player's
eligibility to pitch is not determined by the number of hours between
pitching appearances.

Exception: The pitcher of record in a game tied at the end of regulation play
may continue to pitch in that game on that day provided his total number of
innings pitched for that day or for two consecutive days does not exceed 10 and
histotal number of innings pitched for that week does not exceed 14. If the game
suspended at the end of regulation play is continued on the next day or another
day, the pitcher of record at the time of suspension may not continue to pitch if
his total number of innings pitched has reached seven on the day of suspension
or over two consecutive calendar days. (Note: Under no circumstances can a
player pitch in more than 10 innings on any one day or over two consecu-
tive days nor in more than 14 inningsin one week.)

(3) A player may make two pitching appearances in one day or over two
consecutive calendar days, after which two consecutive calendar days of
rest are required before being eligible to pitch again. A player's eligibil-
ity to pitch is not determined by the number of hours between pitching
appearances.  (Note: An appearance is an officia participation as &
pitcher. An appearance is concluded upon the player's removal from the
pitcher's position or by the conclusion of the game.)

(4) Innings pitched in agame suspended for any reason will count on aplay-
er's pitching record for that week.

(5) One pitch (legal or illega) thrown in any inning will count as oneinning
pitched for the player making the pitch. Warm-up throws by a pitcher
do not count on a player's record.

(6) The coach of each team will be required to keep written pitching records
in his team's scorebook. These records shall always be available for
review upon request.
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(b) Meta cleats are permitted.

(c) A 10-run rule will be used for al regular season and state playoff games. A
game may end any time after 4 1/2 or 5 innings when a team is 10 or more
runs behind and has completed its turn at bat.

(d) The speed-up rules suggested in the National Federation Baseball Rules
book may be used by one or both teams in each regular season or playoft
game. The head coach of each team may choose for his team to use any, all
or any part of the speed-up rules. During the pre-game conference each heac
coach must designate which speed-up rules his team will use.

(e) All varsity games must be a regulation games (seven innings) unless length-
ened or shortened under Rule 4-2-1 or the 10-run, mercy rule. By permis
sion of the National Federation, five-inning games are alowed for non-var-
sity contests (B-Team, junior varsity, middle and junior high school). Games
must be five innings to be official.

(f) Timelimits for games are not permitted.

(9) A game halted for any reason, where a winner cannot be determined, or any
game halted anytime due to mechanical falure (i.e., artificia lights, water
systems, etc.) will be treated as a suspended game. If the gameisto be com-
pleted, it will be continued from the point of suspension with the lineup anc
batting order of each team the same as the lineup and batting order at the
moment of suspension, subject to the rules of the game.

(h) If agame is halted when the umpire considers the weather or ground condi-
tion unfit for play, the umpire shall resume play as soon as possible. If play
cannot be resumed within 30 minutes, the umpire may declare the game
ended or suspended according to the rules.

(i) All non-wood bats shall meet the Ball Exit Speed Ratio (BESR) perform-
ance standard, and such bats shall be |abeled with a silk screen or other per-
manent certification mark. (Note: No BESR label, sticker or decal will be
permitted on any non-wood bat.)

(j) Batsthat are atered or that do not meet the rule specification areillegal. Bats
that are broken, cracked or dented or that deface the ball, i.e., tear the ball,
shall be removed without penalty. A bat that continually discolors the ball
may be removed from the game with no penalty at the discretion of the
umpire.

(K) The commercialy manufactured catcher's head, face and throat protectior
may be a one-piece or multi-piece design. The catcher's helmet and mask
combination shall meet the NOCSAE standard and have the NOCSAE seal
attached.

(1) Any helmet or helmet and mask combination shall have full ear protection
(dual ear flaps) and have the NOCSAE seal attached.

(m) All balls used must have the NFHS Authenticating mark. Any brand of base
ball that meets National Federation specifications may be used during non-
area, regular season play. Wilson balls must be used in al championshiy
play (area and playoff games).

(n) Any player equipment judged by the umpire to be unreasonably dangerous
isillegal.

(o) For failure to touch a base (advancing or returning), or failure to tag up a
soon as the ball is touched on a caught fly ball, the runner may be called out
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if an appeal is made by the defensive team.

(p) A coach or player occupying the coaches boxes shall remain in the box until
the release of the ball by the pitcher if requested by the opposing coach.
Once this request is made, it applies to both teams for the remainder of the
game. (Rule 3-2-1).

(q) Whenever team members are loosening up in an areathat is not protected by
afence or other structure, another member of the team with a glove must be
positioned between them and the batter to protect them from a batted ball or
thrown ball within the confines of the playing field. No oneis the interfere
with a lived ball. (Rule 3-3-4)

(r) The penalty is now a ball if the pitcher brings the pitching hand in contaci
with the mouth without distinctly wiping off the pitching hand before it
touches the ball. Previously the penalty for this infraction was a balk. (Rule
6-2-1¢€).

7. Schools must use AHSAA-registered umpires. The schedule of umpires’ maxi-
mum fees and mileage for regular season games are:
High school varsity--$47 per officia per contest
Junior Varsity--$42 per official per contest
Grades 7-9--$37 per officia per contest
Mileage-AHSAA website chart rate per mile round trip (al levels).
Mileage of 10 or less miles does not apply.

8. During a physical education period, free play is permitted and members of the
school baseball team may throw a ball and use gloves, but there can be no organ-
ized practice. School facilities may not be used during the off-season for batting
practice, etc.

9. The [throwing periodCallowed prior to the regular team practice date is designed
only for throwing. Only balls and gloves may be used.

11. Evauation Periods for all spring sports have been changed to a maximum five
days in a consecutive 10-school day calendar period anytime during the first
semester with all students allowed to participate.

12. Forfeit time is 30 minutes after the scheduled starting time. If the host team i<

notified prior to the scheduled starting time that an emergency situation will
delay the visiting team's arrival, the forfeit time may be delayed.

Any school hosting any area or state playoff game must provide afield that meets
the requirements listed in the National Federation Baseball Rules book.

NOTE: The AHSAA recommends a minimum height of six feet for al fences
enclosing the field and a minimum distance of 15 feet from each foul line to the
nearest obstruction in foul territory.

If the home team's field fails to meet proper specifications, it will be the
responsibility of the home school to obtain a site nearest to it that meets the spec-
ifications or to modify its own field.

A field may have one or more of the following modifications in order to meet
the requirements for hosting a state playoff game:

(a) There is aminimum distance of 30 feet from the backstop to home plate.

(The National Federation Rule Book specification is 60 feet.)

(b) There is a minimum distance of 290 feet down the foul lines and a mini-
mum of 340 feet to center field in addition to compliance with the fence
height modification of I1tem (c) below. (The Nationa Federation Rule
Book specifications are a minimum 300 feet down the foul lines and a min-
imum 350 feet to center field.)

(c) Thereis aminimum height of 10 feet for fences complying with the dis-
tance modifications of Item (b) above.

A field used by middle schools (seventh and eighth graders) may have the fol-
lowing modifications if opposing coaches agree: 80-foot bases, 54-foot mound
distance and a minimum 275-foot fence distance from home plate

1. The Baseball Committee recommends that all host teams be at the game site at
least an hour prior to game time.

POSTING SCHEDULES
Schools must go online to the AHSAA webste Member Section and enter season
schedules for all sports by the deadline dates listed below for sportsin each quarter.
Failureto do so will result in afine of $100 assessed to the school. Schools should
go online and make any changesimmediately as they occur.
Deadlines for entering schedules:
March 1-- fal sports (foothdl, volleybal, cross country, swvimming)
Sept. 15 - winter sports (wrestling, basketball)
Jan 15 -- pring sports (basebd, softbal, outdoor track, soccer, golf and tennis)
POSTING SCORES
Schools are d o required to pogt scores of contests ONLINE immediately following
dl contestsin the regular season (and within 24 hours after regular season tourna:
ments). Results must be posted no later than 30 minutes following a regular seeson
contests. Failureto do so will result in afine of $25 assessed to the school.
In the post-season playoffs, failure to report scoresin the same manner will
result in 2 $100 fine assessed to the school.
Ingtructions will be posted on the AHSAA webste Member Section.

1. The soccer program provides for competition for girls and boys in three divi-
sions-- 1A-2A-3A-4A, 5A and 6A.

2. Each high school is permitted to play a maximum of 20 regular season match-
esand participate in two tournaments prior to the state tournament. One of the
alowable tournaments must be held with no loss of school time. Other than the
two allowable tournaments, athird tournament with no loss of school time may
be scheduled with each match played counting as aregular season match.

Each junior high or middle school is permitted to play a maximum of 14 reg-
ular season matches and participate in two tournaments. One of the allowable
tournaments must be held with no loss of school time. Other than the twc
alowable tournaments, a third tournament with no loss of school time may be
scheduled with each match played counting as a regular season match.

A tournament is defined as an organized sport competition that finally
resultsin determining a champion. In soccer, tournaments using eliminatior
and round-robin formats may be sanctioned. Tournaments must involve three
or more teams and are usually played at one site.

Each school may play regular season matches until sub-state play begins
provided the matches fall within the maximum number allowed.
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3 All participants must be eligible under AHSAA rules. Each team is limited to a
maximum of 22 players for any contest. Any complaint regarding the eligibil-
ity of any student must be made to the State Office.

4. In order to qudify for the championship program, each school must play al
other schools in its section two regular season matches prior to April 22.
Section matches take precedence over al other matches. All section, sub-state
and state tournament matches must be completed and a winner determined.

5. The winner and runner-up of each section will advance to the first of
two rounds of sub-state play in its division.

6. All regular season and playoff matches will be played under National

Federation rules, including the following:

(a) All high school varsity matches shall be played in two equal halves of 40
minutes (Rule 7-1-1). All competition below the varsity level shall be
played in two equal halves of 35 minutes. By State Adoption, non-section
matches may be played in 20-minute halvesif both opposing coaches agree
prior to the match.

(b) The home school should furnish a competent timer and scorer at all contests
and may secure a registered officiad to serve as timer or scorer. The home
school timer shall be the official timer. However, by mutual agreement of
the coaches, the official time may be kept by the head referee.

(c) At least two ball holders shall be provided by the home team. Ball holders
are under the direct supervision of the officials. A caution will be adminis-
Lerledd against the home team if the contest is delayed due to incompetent ball

olders.

(d) If amatch is halted when the officials consider the weather or ground con-
ditions unfit for play, the officias shall resume play as soon as possible. |If
play cannot be resumed within 30 minutes, the officials may declare the
match ended or suspended according to the rules (Rule 7-1-3). If a sus-
pended match is to be completed, play shall be resumed from the point of
suspension.

(e) In a tie match where a winner must be determined, the Tournament
Progression procedures Nos. 2-4 in the 2010 Soccer Rules Book will bein
effect with one modification in No. 2:  Two five-minute sudden victory
overtime periods will be the only overtime periods used. (This for-
mat change has been approved by the National Federation.) There will be

five minutes between the end of regulation play and the first overtime, then
two minutes between overtime periods.

(f) If non-section and non-varsity matches are tied, they may be resolved only
by the mutual consent of the participating coaches prior to the start of the
matches. The overtime procedure noted in (€) above will be used. (Non-
section and non-varsity matches include those involving junior varsity, B-
team, junior high and middle school teams.)

(g) A 10-goal differential will be used in al regular season, section, sub-state
and state tournament matches. A match shall be ended anytime after the
end of the first half when one team has gained the 10-goal differential.

(h) Shinguards must meet the manufacturer's specifications and not be altered.
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They should be worn as they are designed to be worn and must be age anc
size appropriate. (NOTE: Shinguards must meet the NOCSAE specifica
tions.)

(i) Stripes may be used on team uniform jerseys only if there is one dominant
color on the jersey. If visible appard is worn under shorts, it shall be of ¢
similar length, all dike and of a solid color (Rule 4-1-1f). One manufactur-
er's logo/trademark [0r referencelis permitted on the outside of each item.

7. According to National Federation playing rules, the penalty for ared card viola
tionisan gection. Also, the AHSAA conduct rule below is applied when a con-
duct-related red card violations occurs.

PLAYER CONDUCT RULE: Coaches and players that are gected
from contests in all sports will receive the following penalties:
First Ejection: Minimum $300 fine. (Athletes can have the fine reduced one
time to $100 if the athlete fined completes the STAR Behaviora Mode with-
in 10 days of the gection.)
Second Ejection: Minimum one-game suspension and $500 fine.
Third Ejection: Minimum suspension for the remainder of the season and
$750 fine.
Note: If an gection occurs during the final contest of the season, a mone-
tary fine will be placed on the school according to its severity and wha
number of gectionitis.

8. Itisrecommended that schools use three AHSAA-registered officias (arefer-
ee and two assistant referees) for each match. If necessary, two officials may
be used for a match. The schedule of maximum officials fees for regular sea
son matches (includes section matches) and mileage is as follows:

High School Varsity--$45 per referee per match
$35 per assistant referee per match
Junior Varsity--$40 per referee per match
$30 per assistant referee per match

Grades 7-9--$35 per head referee per maich

$25 per assistant referee per match
Mileage-AHSAA website chart rate per mile round trip (al levels).

Mileage of 10 or less miles does not apply.

The schedule of maximum officias fees for sub-state and state tournament
matches is as follows:
High School Varsity-- $50 per referee per match
$40 per assistant referee per match

9. Forfeit time is 30 minutes after the scheduled starting time. If the host team i<
notified prior to the scheduled starting time that an emergency situation will
delay the visiting team's arrival, the forfeit time may be delayed.
