In some cases, the in-
formation is not in a readily
available format which can
lead to schools having viola-
tions that could have been
avoided with a little more or-
ganization.

In an effort to help our
schools avoid such mistakes, |
want to discuss some methods
we have found that are very
effective for member schools.
Remember, all eligibility re-
cords and coaches certifica-
tion records must be kept in
the principal

It is important, first and
foremost, to make sure all ros-
ters are put on line before a
sports season begins. Only
student-athletes certified as
eligible by the principal can
be transferred to the online
rosters, so if you find a stu-
dent-athlete cannot be added,
then a problem exists with
t hat

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NFHS Football Rules Committee Considered 50 Proposals

Each year 51 delegates
of the NFHS Football
Rules Committee assemble
in Indianapolis during the
month of January to dis-
cuss and adopt/reject foot-
ball rule proposals for high
school football. One rep-
resentative comes from
each state association and
the District of Columbia.

I currently am serving
on this committee for
Alabama.

This year some 50 pro-
posals were submitted for consideration. There
were four sub-committees set up to receive these
proposals:

o Injury/Safety Committee

¢ Research Committee

e Equipment Committee

e Game Administration Committee

Once submitted to one of these sub-
committees, they were each reviewed individu-
ally over a period of hours. Each proposal was
voted on to either be sent to the overall commit-
tee for final passage or rejected.

There are three factors used to determine
whether passage is warranted.

(1) Is this proposed rule good for the game?

(2) Does it maintain the balance between offense
and defense?

(3) And most importantly, does this minimize the
risk to the players in the game?

A total of 14 of these proposals made it to the
overall committee for final discussion and pas-
sage/rejection. Eight of the proposals were
passed.

The adopted rule proposals will now move
forward to the rules review committee and on to
the NFHS Board of Directors. If they are passed
by those committees, then they receive the label
